	Federal Pell Grant
	Grant: Does not have to be repaid
	For undergraduates with financial need who have not earned Bachelor’s or professional degrees; in some cases, however, a student enrolled in a post baccalaureate  teacher certification
Program might receive a Federal Pell Grant. A student can receive a Federal Pell Grant for no more than 12 terms or the equivalent (roughly six years)
	Up to $7,395 for the 2025-2026 award  year

	Federal Supplemental Educational Opportunity Grant (FSEOG)
	Grant: Does not have to be repaid
	For undergraduates with exceptional financial need; Federal Pell Grant recipients take priority; funds depend on availability at school.
	Up to $4,000

	Federal Work Study
	Money earned while attending school; does not have to be repaid
	For undergraduate and graduate students; jobs can be on campus or off campus; students are paid at least federal minimum wage; funds depend on availability at school.
	Starting @ $12.00 per hour; no more than 20 hours per week

	Direct Subsidized Loan
	Loan: Must be repaid with interest
	For undergraduate students; U.S. Department of Education pays interest while borrower is in school and during grace and deferment periods; student must be at least half-time and have financial need; 6.53% interest rate for new loans made on or after July 1, 2025, and before  July 1, 2026; 
Visit  StudentAid.gov/ interest for latest information on interest rates. First-time borrowers   may not receive this type of loan for more than 150% of the length of their program of study; and U.S. Department of Education may stop paying their interest if they exceed that limit.

	Direct Unsubsidized Loan
	Loan: Must be repaid with interest
	For undergraduate and graduate students; borrowers     are    responsible for all    interest; students must be at least half-time; financial need is not required; 6.53% (undergraduate) and 8.08% (graduate or professional) interest rates for new loans made on or after July 1, 2025, and before July 1, 2026; visit StudentAid.gov/interest for latest information on interest rates.

	Direct PLUS Loan
	Loan: Must be repaid with interest; repayment begins immediately unless parent contacts lender to defer
	For parents of dependent undergraduate students and for graduate or professional students; borrowers  are  responsible for all interest; student must be enrolled at least half-time; financial need is not required; 9.08% interest rate for new loans made on or after July 1, 2025, and before July 1, 2026.
	Maximum amount is cost of attendance minus any other financial aid student receives

	VA Education Benefits 
	Payment: Does not have to be repaid 
	 Chapter 30 – Montgomery GI Bill
Chapter 31 – Vocational Rehabilitation 
Chapter 33 – Post 9/11
Chapter 35 – Survivors’ and Dependent Benefits 

	Amount paid is based on eligibility percentage determined by the Department of Veteran Affairs

	Employer Tuition Reimbursement 
	Payment: Does not have to be repaid
	  Some employers encourage the professional development of their employees by providing tuition reimbursement to their employees. 

	Varies – amount is based on employer reimbursement percentage agreed.

	529 College Saving Plan
	Payment: Investments are usually exempt from federal, state, and local taxes.
	This saving plan is a specialized savings account that is used to save money for college. Saving plans are tax-exempt college savings vehicles with low impact on need-based financial aid eligibility.

	Anyone can contribute money on behalf of a beneficiary.  Relatives, friends, colleagues, and acquaintances.

	Business Partnership Grant
	Grant: Does not have to be repaid
	Eligible students are identified through association with a company that has entered into a tuition assistance agreement with the University.
	Awards are made up to $1 for every $2 of employer tuition assistance received, limited to the amount of unpaid tuition costs.

	Private Loan Supplemental Grant
	Grant: Does not have to be repaid
	ANU students who are financing such cost with private loan funds may qualify. Further information can be found in the current catalog.
	The maximum grant amount is equal to 40% of the amount of the private loan required to fund their education.

	Workforce Development Grant
	Grant: Does not have to be repaid
	Eligibility is based on student's status as dislocated or disadvantaged, as determined through their associate with local, state, or federal job training programs, such as WIA or TAA. Further information can be found in the current catalog.
	No more than $1,500 per term; not to exceed $7,500 or the amount of a student's remaining tuition costs after application of other financial aid, whichever is less.

	ANU Grants/Scholarships
	Grants and Scholarship based on merit; does not have to be repaid
	ANU offers many grants/scholarships. Further information can be found in the current catalog.
	Varies – per different grant or scholarship
